
THERE has never, in the 36-year 
history of Carnaby, been a model 
quite like its 39x12 Essence. It’s more 
luxurious, more lavish and, inevitably, 
more expensive than any other 
holiday caravan the company has ever 
produced.

To describe this newcomer as the 
flagship of the 15-model line-up 
goes only part way to putting it into 
perspective. Another is to consider 
that it costs a third more than the next 
model down (which is the same size) 
and well over twice as much as the least-
expensive caravan in their range.

So what do you get for your £50k? 
The answer is: lots – and then some. 
The list, which is too lengthy to give 
in full here, includes an all-glass front, 
a lounge suite with swivel armchair, 
a plasma fire in the lounge, piped 
music virtually everywhere, a kitchen 
with integrated everything (including 
microwave), luxury fitted bathroom... 
You name it.

Seeing is believing. So best take a look 
at their best ever for yourself...

NEVER let it be said that holiday 
home manufacturers won’t go that 
extra mile to meet customers’ needs. 
Take Arronbrook for example. Whereas 
other manufacturers concentrate on 
mainstream models, typically measuring 
35x12 or larger in size, Arronbrook have 
realized that some purchasers don’t have 
such large plots or simply don’t want 
to spend that much money. Hence they 
are still offering 10ft-wide caravans and 
models that definitely won’t break the 
bank. Such as the Topaz.

Value second to none

Available in seven lengths from 24ft 
(the shortest holiday home you can buy?) 
up to 38ft, it can also be specified in 12ft 
form if you prefer. The prices may be low 
but the specification isn’t. As well as all the 
usual fixtures and fittings, such as lighting, 
curtains, carpeting and a full furniture set, 
you get insulation in floor, walls and roof 
plus double glazing as standard.

The lounge sports a vaulted ceiling plus 
masses of sprung seating. Kitchen and 
bathroom are fully fitted and some models 
even come with a proper bath. What value!

PICK’N’MIX is the concept at the 
heart not just of the new Carlton but 
the whole of Delta’s range, which runs 
to no fewer than 29 separate models 
with some bargain-basement prices.

In the Carlton’s case, there are two 
standard versions of this holiday 
caravan. Both are that most-popular 
of sizes, 35x12, with one offering two 
bedrooms; the other, three. Where 
pick’n’mix comes into the picture is 
in fitting out the model to match the 
purchaser’s budget.

So, you can pay a set ex-works price, 
barely £27,000. That includes vaulted 
ceilings, a full complement of furniture 
(not least two sofas with scatter 
cushions, a TV stand and an occasional 
table, plus a dining table with four 
chairs), a modern shower room and 
a fully-fitted kitchen with integrated 
fridge/freezer. 

Then, on top of that, you can add 
– if you wish – gas central heating, 
extra insulation and double glazing, to 
name just some of the options. It’s your 
choice: just pick’n’mix.

HEADLINE prices can sometimes 
be misleading, no more so than with 
holiday homes. Which makes the 
£27,767 ex-works price which you are 
asked to pay for Europa’s two-bedroom 
35x12 Spruce all the more attractive. 
That’s because what you get is one well-
equipped, value-for-money caravan ready 
for occupation with all mod cons. 

So, as standard, there is PVCu double 
glazing, gas central heating, vaulted 
ceilings, an elegant dining room with free-
standing oak table and four leather chairs 
plus a fully-fitted kitchen complete with 
built-in cooker and stainless-steel chimney 
cooker hood and integrated fridge/freezer. 
That’s not to mention the fully-furnished 
lounge with flame-effect electric fire.

A nice design touch is the centre module 
(it can accommodate a TV) which fits from 
floor to ceiling and separates the lounge 
from the kitchen/dining area. 

If a 35x12 two-bedroom model is not 
right for you, no probs! There are three-bed 
and 37ft versions available. And each has 
an all-inclusive price into the bargain.
